 Taking direction and asking questions.

LESSON C 
 

This is a very exciting lesson where students 
will start to develop and learn the group act-
ing piece for graduation.  The techniques 
behind working in front of a camera are dis-
cussed and taught in this class. Also we will 
focus on making a good first impression .We 
only have one chance to make a good im-
pression. Groups are chosen and the kids are 
supplied with the personalised script for the 
performance. 
 
Individual characters are discussed and de-
veloped for the group monologue using the 
‘hot seat’ game.
